The Cresco City Council met November 5, 2012, at 7:00 pm at City Hall. Council members Carman, Bouska, McGee, McCarville and Loveless were present.  No council members were absent.
Bouska moved to approve the consent agenda which included approval of the: agenda; claims; minutes of the October 15, 2012 meeting; minutes of the October 25, 2012 worksession; parade permit for Santa’s Holiday Parade 11/23/12; pay request #1 for $3,676.82 for S&B Construction for Housing Rehab Project.  Carman seconded and it passed all ayes. 
Public Works Director Rod Freidhof reported:  (a) Turkey River Watershed project received $187,330 funding from Iowa Economic Development; (b) Doug Bruening will bring in a crusher to get rid of the junk cars; (c) watermain break was fixed today; (d) pump on well #3 is still not working right so Northway will come and pull it out again; (e) getting estimates on the sewer rotomat bypass; (f) sanders have been put on the trucks and the sand and salt is ready; (g) controller for the stoplights hit by lightning cost $4,600; (h) patching machine was budgeted for $55,000 but we found a two year old one that has been refurbished for $44,000; (i) the lift platform will be paid with the savings from the patching machine;  (j) Don Gooder has offered to pay for an Oak tree to be planted in the same spot in front of Fareway to replace the landmark tree hit by lightning.  Jeff Wilson ground out the stump and said it is deep so roots should go down deep below the concrete.  We will need to find someone to take care of the tree and water it.  Council appreciated Don’s donation and it will be planted in the same spot.
Police Chief Tim Ruroden presented his monthly report.  Last week some officers were shot in Iowa and he wanted them to know the Cresco Police are thinking of their Brothers in Blue.  Cresco officers executed a search warrant and made six arrests.  A local German Shepard breeder would like to donate a dog to the City to be trained for their drug dog.  They will be meeting with the dog and trainer to conduct some tests.    
City Clerk Michelle Girolamo reported (a) Airport is requesting quotes from local Tree Surgeons for trimming trees north of the runway; (b) Service line warranty enrollments include 253 for sewer and 218 for water and there have been 14 claims since the program started; (c) budget workpapers were given to Department Heads to start the budgeting process.
Fire Chief Neal Stapelkamp reported that the 28E Agreement between City and Rural has all but one signature and it should be finalized next week.  The annual pancake supper is November 6th.  

Mayor Bohle opened a public hearing for adoption of the City of Cresco Comprehensive Smart Plan.  There were no written or oral comments so the public hearing was closed.  Bouska made the motion to approve a resolution adopting the Comprehensive Smart Plan 2012.  McCarville seconded and it passed all ayes.  
Karla Organist from Upper Explorerland reported that Cresco has been chosen for the Healthy Iowans Initiative.  Our community needs to choose a project and then we will receive $9,500 for the project.

Bohle read the summarized Ordinance #441 pertaining to fees for recyclables and non-recyclable waste.  Loveless made the motion to approve the second reading of Ordinance #441.  McGee seconded and it passed all ayes.  

Bohle performed the second reading of Ordinance #442 adopting an Amended Official Zoning Map.  McCarville made the motion to approve the second reading of Ordinance #442.  Loveless seconded and it passed all ayes.
Scott and Cindy Butikofer had requested a credit on their high water bill.  The independent test of their meter indicated that the meter was operating correctly.  There was no evidence proving the water did not go through the meter nor that the water did not enter the sanitary sewer system.  McGee made the motion to deny the request for the credit.  Bouska seconded and it passed all ayes.  

Fire Truck Committee members Chuck Reicks and Jeff Holmstrom with Fire Chief Stapelkamp reported that the Cresco Firefighters have offered to pay $31,500 from their fundraising funds towards the purchase of the new pumper.  Council appreciated this generous offer.  A downpayment of $140,000 has been paid so this will leave a balance due of $209,926 to be split evenly between the City and Rural Fire Departments.  Carman made the motion to approve a resolution authorizing the Mayor and City Clerk to enter into a contract with Alexis Fire Equipment Company for a new pumper fire truck with delivery in November 2013.  Loveless seconded and it passed all ayes.

McCarville made the motion to approve a resolution accepting the Annual Financial Report and directing the City Clerk to file the report with the Iowa Auditor of State.  McGee seconded and it passed all ayes.

Loveless made the motion to approve a resolution removing Fund #306 Sewer Project within the City’s accounts and allowing for the transfer of $93.93 to the Sewer Revenue Fund #610.  Bouska seconded and it passed all ayes.

McGee made the motion to approve a resolution reactivating Fund #193 Drug Dog Fund within the City’s Accounts.  Carman seconded and it passed all ayes.

The City of Cresco received a letter from Iowa DNR determining that the Sewer facility was in significant noncompliance with the NPDES permit with 14 effluent violations.  Also 42 pretreatment effluent violations of the pretreatment agreement with Cresco Foods were noted which correlates with the effluent violations.  The City is required to develop a Plan of Action to address the noncompliance issues and to comply with public participation requirements.  Staff is requesting that WHKS be contracted to help develop a Plan of Action.  McGee made the motion to approve a resolution authorizing the Mayor to enter into a Professional Services Agreement with WHKS & Co for Plan of Action Assistance.  Carman seconded and it passed all ayes.

The City will advertise board and commission positions for three months in an effort to be gender balanced.  
Mayor asked if there were any comments from the audience.  Jeff Wilson questioned whether the City would be involved in the tree trimming north of the runway.  Girolamo replied that we will to some extent but it is the State requiring the tree trimming for the fly zone.  The property owner has been shown the plans and has agreed to allow the tree trimming to be done as required by the State.  Bouska reported that Cresco made it into the Iowa History Journal.  She will try to get a link to post on our website.
Carman moved to adjourn at 7:33 pm.  McGee seconded and it passed all ayes.  The next regular Cresco City Council meeting will be at 7:00 pm on November 19, 2012 at Cresco City Hall.
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
